CAMPGROUND RULES; 
1.   We allow alcohol if you stay at your campsite with no rowdiness or drunkenness.  If 
       you violate this rule, you may be asked to leave the Camp.  This is a family 
       campground.     
2.   Proof of negative Coggins that performed within the past year must 
      be Provided. 
3.   No Stallions  
4.   No Smoking within 50 feet of any structure. 
5.   Do not tie horses to stall gates at any time. 
6.   Please Do not sit on gates or allow children to swing on gates. 
7.   Dogs must be under the control of the owners. 
8.   No riding into/out of stalls or up and down the aisles through the barns. 
9.   Maintain a walk in the camping area while mounted. 
10. No tying to trees. 
11. No tying to trailers unless saddling or unsaddling. 
12. Clean your camping area daily; deposit trash in dumpster not cans. 
13. Caution and courtesy must be exercised at all time (We are 
      concerned with the safety of our campers and their mounts). 
14. Keep all grain in tack room, your stall or at your trailer. Not in aisle of 
      barn.
